Back in May, Beth organized a terrific forum
inviting the Faith Community of Long Island to
engage the issue of climate change. Representatives
of 80 different Faith communities attended. To date,
more than 30 of those communities have conducted
energy audits. One of the stories told was of a
church in Massapequa with two buildings that pays
less than $20 per month for electricity, because the
buildings are highly electricity efficient, and have
installed roof top solar.

Replicating the success of that one church in
Massapequa all over Long Island and all over NYS
takes one thing. Funding. The technology is ready.
The intelligence and will is there. The moral
argument is ours.

Fellow Sierrans, when we partner with other like
minded groups and organizations, we become
stronger and our ability to protect the environment
is enhanced. The Faith Community of Long Island
and New York State represents millions of people.
Tapping into this network of persons on behalf of
the natural environment is unprecedented. I be-
lieve low interest loans could be employed to fund
the solar roofs and energy efficient retrofits, with
cost savings from the electricity retrofit and the
value of electricity from rooftop solar helping to pay
off the loans with interest. Once we cross the
funding Rubicon, we’ll begin to turn the corner on
this issue.

Victory for the
Lloyd Aquifer!

DEC Commissioner Grannis recently sided
with the Long Island Sierra Club and other
parties in denying the SCWA a permit to
use the LLoyd aquifer. This (hopefully)
concludes a multi-year effort by the Water
for LI roundtable volunteers (headed by our
own member, Sarah Meyland). The Lloyd,
LI’s deepest purest aquifer, is reserved
under a state moratorium for coastal
communities and for cases of extreme
hardship. SCWA’s claim that the cost of
cleaning up dirty water from a well in
Northport was an extreme hardship,
necessitating dilution with Lloyd water to
lower pollutant levels, just didn’t hold water
with Commissioner Grannis. We commend
Grannis for his foresight, and especially
congratulate Sarah Meyland for her
commitment and dedication to this long
case.

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Long Island’s
Conservation Legacy

Of course Long Islanders are environ-
mentalists. No place on the island is more
than a few dozen miles from salt water. And
at least once a week something from those
waters is on our tables. We know that our
island was created by nature, plowed up
from the continent by glaciers. And we
know all too well that sometimes the wind
and the sea try to plow it back under.

Our environmental heritage is strong,
too. From the wild dunes of the forks, to the
more genteel plantings of the great estates.
One of those estates, Sagamore Hill, was
the home of our first great environmental
President, Long Island’s own Theodore
Roosevelt. Granted, he was actually born
and reared on that much smaller island
just to the west, but he was a Long Islander
by choice. And as a Long Islander, he was a
serious outdoorsman, avid hunter, tireless
conservationist, and stout Republican.

Republican?
Yes. Al Gore may go green with envy,

but the top conservationist ever to hold the
bully pulpit of the White House was a
Republican. The GOP environmental legacy
is every bit as rich as that of the Democratic
Party. In recent years, the Democratic
conservationists have clearly had a higher
profile, but the historical record shows that
Barry Goldwater, the father of the modern
conservative movement, was a life long con-
servationist (and a member of REP
America).

 Richard Nixon signed into law the
Clean Air Act, the Endangered Species Act
and the National Environmental Policy Act;
he also established the Environmental
Protection Agency. Ronald Reagan signed
laws protecting nearly 10 million acres of
national forest and wilderness.

Moreover, many supporters of Ducks
Unlimited, the Mule Deer Foundation,
Trout Unlimited, and other sportsmen’s
groups are loyal Republicans. They know
that the most vital element of their hunting
or fishing activities is a healthy forest, river
or stream.

This is by no means to diminish the
powerful environmental movement in the
Democratic party—indeed the majority of
Sierra Club members are Democrats. But a
majority of Long Islanders are Republicans,
according to the voting records. So it is
likely that more than a few members of the
Long Island Chapter are environmental
Republicans who feel a bit nonplussed by
current party policies.

All environmentalists should be aware
that there are two wings to the Republican
Party, just as there are several factions
within the Democratic Party. There are the
so-called McKinley Republicans, the big-
business and socially conservative faction
that is represented by the current
administration. But then there are the
Roosevelt Republicans, the Progressives,
who in many ways represent the ideals of
Abraham Lincoln and the other party
founders.

Members of the Sierra Club should
know that there are Republicans who are
fighting along side all in favor of clean air,
safe water, and protection for habitat. They
are led by a national non-profit group called
Republicans for Environmental Protection.

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Solar Schools

This fall the Long Island Sierra Club offered a seminar explaining how schools districts can
install renewable energy and efficiency at no cost to the school district or taxpayer.  If you
missed it, look for more seminars from us in the future. Meanwhile, here is a brief summary.

Renewable technologies such as solar power, wind, or geothermal
eventually generate enough energy to pay for themselves.   Energy
efficiency upgrades such as insulating or replacing light bulbs reduce
energy expenses, and like renewable energy can generate enough
savings to pay for itself.   By coupling energy efficiency upgrades which
immediately yield energy savings with renewable energy installations
that generate free energy, school districts can recoup the cost of the
initial investments within 10-15 years.  However, the initial investment frequently appears
unmanageable, especially when school districts struggle to maintain basic services under a
reasonable tax burden.  Rebates and tax credits from LIPA and the federal government can
help to overcome that barrier, but for school districts that are reluctant or unable to finance
the upgrades, energy service companies can reduce the expense to ZERO.  School districts
upgrade to energy efficient equipment, install renewable energy, and don’t have to pay
anything.  Schools can even make money!

HOW IT WORKS
The energy service company (ESCO) inspects the school district’s
facilities and recommends energy efficiency upgrades that will generate
the largest energy savings. Renewable technologies are selected based
on the building sites and school district preference. The energy service
company then calculates the monthly savings generated by the
efficiency and renewable energy upgrades, and the length of time for the
work to pay for itself.  The school district can take out a municipal
lease, and the lease is structured so that the monthly payments charge
schools slightly less than the predicted monthly savings for the work. The ESP gets paid for
the work, the cost of the loan is paid by the upgrades, and the school district nets a savings
every month.

CARLE PLACE - A CASE STUDY

Carle Place school district negotiated with energy service
company Johnson Controls for the installation of 49kW over five
photovoltaic solar systems in its three schools.  The solar panels
qualified for a $200,000 LIPA rebate, and lowered the district’s
annual electric bills by more than $10,000. Johnson Controls
recommended 17 energy-performance changes for district
buildings. The largest single cost-saving measure was the replacement of 5,000 light bulbs to
more energy-efficient fluorescent bulbs.  According to Dan Sabia, the director of facilities and
operations for the district and the guiding force behind the installations, $2.5 million in work
was done at no expense to the taxpayer. After payments the first year, the district had about
$17,000 in surplus savings. Over the 18 years of the contract, the district expects to save
nearly a half-million dollars.  As for the value providing a hands-on education in renewable
energy for their students while reducing future CO2 emissions- that’s priceless.
